G.S.R. 61(E)—In exercise of the powers conferred by sectiorr@ad with section 76 of the Narcotic Drugs
and Psychotropic Substances Act, 1985 (61 of 1988)Central Government hereby makes the followirgs further
to amend the Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic SnbstaRules, 1985, namely:-

1. (1) These rules may be called the Narcotic DrugsRsychotropic Substances (First Amendment) Ra@ky.
(2) They shall come into force on the date ofrtpeblication in the Official Gazette.

2. In the Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic SubstaiRules, 1985 (hereinafter referred to as therség), in rule 6,
for the words “twenty-five”, the words “one hundfeshall be substituted.

Provision for dealing with adulterated or inferior poppy straw.- In case of testing by licensee, if any sample of
poppy straw is found to be adulterated or inferlben second sample shall be tested by desigralteddtory as may be
specified by the Narcotics Commissioner, with distice to the cultivator concerned and the testiltef second
sample shall be considered as final.

30D. Possession of poppy straw (1) No person shall possess poppy straw prodficed opium poppy without a
licence under rule 8 or rule 36A.

30E. Storage of poppy straw.{1) The licensee shall communicate in writinghe Narcotics Commissioner the details
of the warehouse where poppy straw shall be staneidhe security measures put in place for safagtoof such poppy
straw.

(2) The Narcotics Commissioner or any other offigethorised by him may inspect the warehouse andmeke such
suggestions as are considered necessary for sadgstof poppy straw.

30F. Inter-State import and Inter-State export of poppy straw.- (1) A person who is permitted under these ries
possess poppy straw may inter-State import or-8tate export such poppy straw with at least fiweking days prior
intimation to the office designated by the Narcof@ommissioner.

30G. Transport of poppy straw.- (1) No consignment of poppy straw shall be transub imported inter-State or
exported inter-State unless such consignmentcisrapanied by a consignment note in Form No. 2Biartde manner
provided in this rule.

(2) The consignment note shall be prepared ini¢apt and the original and duplicate copies ofdbesignment note
shall be sent along with the consignment to thesigmee, who shall return the duplicate copy to ¢basignor for
retention after endorsing on the original and digié copies the particulars of quantity receivediny.

(3) In case of non-receipt of duplicate copy by ¢basignor, duly endorsed by the consignee ackrinirg the receipt
of the consignment referred to in sub-rule (1), ¢basignor shall report loss or disappearance ettnsignment to the
Narcotics Commissioner within ten days from theedaftdispatch of the consignment.

(4) The consignment note shall be preserved foimgnmim period of two years by the consignor anddbesignee.

(5) No transporter shall carry any consignmergnrefd to in sub-rule (1) without a consignment note

Destruction of poppy straw- (1) A person who has been issued a licence rumdke 8 or rule 36A intending to
destroy such stocks of poppy straw as may be ipdssession shall apply to the Narcotics Commissiansuch form
and manner as may be specified by him in this tegar

(2) The Narcotics Commissioner shall, within a péerdf thirty days from the date of receipt of aplagation under sub-
rule (1), appoint a committee comprising two GattOfficer in the office of the Narcotics Commiswo, and an
authorised representative of the applicant for sigieg the destruction of the poppy straw and stestruction shall be
carried out within a period of thirty days from tappointment of the committee.
