l. Place of Cultivation

Opium poppy cultivation may be licenced in any tract as

behalf 6y the Central Government.

2. Eligibility for Cultivation

Subject to clauses 3 and 7 of this notification, the following shall bo eligible for a

licence to cultivate opium poppy:

(i) Cultivators who had cultivated opium poppy during the crop year 20ll-12
a{rd tendered an average yield of opium of not less than 56 kg/hectare in the

States of Madhya Pradesh and Rajasthan and an average yield of opium of

,. rot less than 52l<glha in the state of Uttar pradesh.

(ii) Cultivators who ploughed back their entire opium poppy crop cultivated

during the crop year 20ll-12 under the supervision of the Central Bureau of
Narcotics in accordance with the provisions in this regard, but had not

simila'rly ploughed back their entire poppy crop during 2010-ll.
